Standing tall over the skyline of central Brighton, St 
Bartholomew’s (familiarly known as St Bart’s) celebrates 

150 years of Christian witness and service. From the 
consecration of our iconic building in 1874, this place has 
been an ark of God (whether or not our building measures

Commissioned by Fr Arthur Douglas Wagner and designed 
by local architect Edmund Scott in the Italian Gothic style,

Thanks to the work of Henry Wilson between 1899 and 
1908, including the baldacchino, pulpit and font, our church 

speaks even more powerfully of the majesty of God.
